Why the Ayodhya
Ram temple matters

The 22nd of January 2024
saw an extraordinary celebra-
tion of exuberant splendour
as the Ram Mandir was inau-
gurated in Ayodhya. India’s
stock market was shut for the
day, government offices were
only open for half a day as the
country celebrated the conse-
cration of Ram Lalla amidst
much fanfare. The event was
attended by 3,000 plus peo-
ple including the top brass of
the country’s leadership as
well as celebrities from the
film industry, music industry,
the sporting world and pretty
much all the important names
in India’s little black book. The
Pran Pratishtha was led by
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
as the ‘yajman’, in the pres-
ence of 4,000 sadhus, as Hin-
dus all over the world cel-
ebrated the grand Ram
Mandir estimated to have cost
Rs1,800 crore, on a site be-
lieved to have been the birth-
place of Lord Ram.

However, despite the joy
and effervescence this event
was celebrated, as always
there were murmurs of disa-
greement and disapproval that
bubbled. Very rarely has ur-
ban India been this divided on
an event of such a festive na-
ture, on ideological grounds.
The temple was built on a con-
troversial piece of land that is
celebrated by Hindus for cen-
turies as Ram’s birthplace. It
is also where Mughal Emperor
Babur’s commander Mir Baqi,
ordered for the Babri Masjid
to be built in 1528-29 (accord-
ing to the mosque’s inscrip-
tions), in the name of Babur.
In 1992, this mosque was
razed by Hindu nationalists, in
what can be described as a
campaign that led to violent
results. In 2019, the Supreme
Court ruled that the land be
handed over to a Hindu trust
for a temple dedicated to Lord
Ram to be built on what is
believed, for thousands of
years, by one of the oldest
practising belief systems in the
world, Hinduism to be the
birthplace of their spiritual
saviour Lord Ram. January
22nd was the event celebrat-
ing the completion of this
building. Critics argue against
the legal judgement delivered
by the highest court of the
land, there are louder than
whispered assertions fearing
communal disharmony, the
rise of a right-wing state,

Thrissur in central Kerala is gearing up for the state’s hot-
test contest in the upcoming Lok Sabha polls. This follows the
Bharatiya Janata Party’s desperate efforts to win Thrissur at
any cost and break the jinx of the party’s constant failure to win
even a single seat from Kerala. For many years, the BJP’s na-
tional leadership has been baffled about why it continues to
draw a blank in Kerala despite the jump in its vote share and
the Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh having the country’s high-
est number of daily shakhas — over 5,000 — in the state after
Uttar Pradesh that has 8,000. Even Gujarat has only 1,000 daily
shakhas. Fielding film stars like Suresh Gopi, technocrats like
the ‘Metro Man’, E. Sreedharan, cricketers like S. Sreesanth,
bureaucrats, authors, and former police chiefs as candidates
have proved fruitless for the BJP.

The National Democratic Alliance’s recent electoral perform-
ance in Kerala has been even worse. The 2021 assembly elec-
tions saw the NDA losing its first and only seat — Nemom — it
won five years ago back to the Communist Party of India (Marx-
ist). Its combined vote share from the state’s 140 constituen-
cies also fell from 14.96% in 2016 to 12.4% in 2021. The NDA
had also drawn a blank in the 2019 LS polls. The Congress-led
United Democratic Front grabbed 19 of the 20 seats, and the
remaining one went to the CPI(M)-led Left Democratic Front.
However, the NDA had the consolation of its vote share increas-
ing from around 10.3% in 2014 to 15.6% in 2019.

The BJP’s ‘Operation Thrissur’ became explicit when Prime
Minister Narendra Modi made his second high-profile visit within
a fortnight to the district known for its temples and festivals. If
his first visit to the city on January 3 was to attend a mega
women’s meet that was spiced with a grand road show, the
second, on January 17, was to attend the wedding of the daugh-
ter of the actor-politician, Suresh Gopi, at the Sree Krishna
temple in Guruvayur. Though Gopi is tipped to be the BJP’s Lok
Sabha candidate, once again, from Thrissur, Modi’s frequent
visits — one more is likely before the election — to the district
and to its temples have even led to speculations that the prime
minister himself may contest from there.

To thumb its nose at Modi, the Congress plans to launch its
electoral campaign from Thrissur by the party president,
Mallikarjun Kharge. The rising electoral heat in Thrissur is
evident as it is the state’s only constituency where the names
and the pictures of possible candidates of all three political
formations have already been written on its walls by party
workers much before their parties finalised their candidacies.
Hitherto, only the Communist Party of India and the Congress
have won from the Thrissur Lok Sabha constituency. Thrissur
in central Kerala is gearing up for the state’s hottest contest in
the upcoming Lok Sabha polls.

threats to democracy amongst
others. The shortest way to
explain democracy is “rule by
the people”, so a national cel-
ebration cannot be minimised
and there is always to right to
be heard and to criticise.

The celebration of an-
cient religion and culture, de-
spite its many different chap-
ters through history, need not
be taken as an aggressive or
minimising event towards any
other culture, but simply as a
commemoration of those who
are walking on its path. Indi-
viduals that don’t understand
are responsible for maybe
spreading misinformation and
also a fear of eradication for
other cultures or communities
which is detrimental and dan-
gerous to our secular nation
as a whole entity. Some per-
spectives have expressed fear
and anxiety over the inaugu-
ration of the Mandir, as a
threat to minorities, but keep-
ing agendas aside, socially, this
was an important develop-
ment for India.  It has stimu-
lated the revival of a lost cul-
ture and allowed us to reclaim
ancestral, indigenous land
from what was one of the hall-
marks of the Mughal invasion
and subsequently indicative of
the biggest, most gruesome
Hindu genocide in history.

Cathedral in Prague that became a war memorial
A month ago, the peaceful

and visitor-friendly city of
Prague heard the terrifying
sound of gunfire. The incident
left fourteen people dead and
nearly twice that number
wounded. In a place that has
enjoyed a great deal of peace
– Prague even escaped the
worst of the damage of the
Second World War – news of
the incident brought back war-
time memories, when gunfire
broke its quietude.

A memorial to that dec-
ades-past incident lies in a
cathedral in a quiet corner of
the city. A cathedral with bul-
let marks on its walls. A ca-
thedral where a paratrooper
and a priest stand side by side.
Carved in stone. To under-
stand the relationship be-
tween these contrasting fig-
ures, one needs to go back in
time to Prague’s past, to a
time when it came under the
jackbooted rule of German
occupation.

It was in October 1938,
prior to the Second World
War, that a part of Czechoslo-
vakia, called Sudetenland, was
occupied by Germany. In
March the following year, Hit-
ler declared the entire coun-
try to be the Protectorate of
Bohemia and Moravia with the
real power of this state resid-
ing in the hands of a Reich
Protector. From being a de-
mocracy, the country effec-
tively was now a German-run
police state.

The immense industrial
capacity of this region made
it the arsenal of a Germany
that would plunge the world
into conflict months later. The
loss of their freedom, the
threat of being forcibly
merged into a greater Ger-
manic identity and being
forced to be part of a regime
they hated led to the creation
of a resistance movement
among Czech patriots.

Matters turned worse with
the appointment of Reinhard
Heydrich as Deputy Reich Pro-
tector of this protectorate.
Heydrich, one of the darkest
figures of the Nazi regime,
was the founder of the
dreaded SD – responsible for
arrests, deportations and mur-
ders through the regime. A

task force created by him was
responsible for the murder of
more than two million people
in German-occupied Europe.

Within five days of his ar-
rival in Prague, 142 people
were executed and several
thousand sent to concentration
camps. In his own words, his
mission here was to “Making
this Czech garbage into Ger-
mans must give way to meth-
ods based on racist thought.”

The Czechoslovak govern-
ment-in-exile decided to elimi-
nate Heydrich, for which Czech
patriots trained by the British
Special Operation Executive
(SOE) were parachuted into
the area. Among them were
Jan Kubiš and Jozef Gabcík.

On May 27, 1942, they at-
tacked Heydrich’s car. When
Gabcík’s submachine gun
jammed, Kubiš threw an anti-
tank mine into the car with the
resulting explosion severely
wounding Heydrich. After en-
during a slice of the agony he
had inflicted on millions of oth-
ers, Heydrich died on June 4.

The Nazi regime unleashed
a wave of reprisals, including
the depopulation of two Czech
villages, in which adult male
inhabitants were shot while all
the others were taken to a
concentration camp. Amidst
this, Heydrich was given a
grand funeral in Germany
while a manhunt was
launched to nab Kubiš, Gabcík
and any others who provided
support to them. The hunt cli-
maxed in the unlikeliest of
places, a place of worship.

Built in the 1730s, the St.
Cyril and Methodius Cathedral
is a fine baroque structure.
Originally, it was called the St.
Charles Borromeo Roman
Catholic Church, named after
a 16th century archbishop of
Milan. It was part of a home
for retired priests and an un-
derground level contained a
crypt for the tombs of these
priests.

An order of the Austrian
emperor changed it from a
church into an army store-
house in 1783. In 1869, the
place became a Czech tech-
nology centre and eventually,
in 1921, the Czech Orthodox
Church made it their cathe-
dral. In the middle of 1942, the

patriots who had assassinated
Heydrich took shelter in the
building, having found it im-
possible to penetrate the Ger-
man dragnet spread through
Prague.

The seven men who took
shelter in the cathedral were

betrayed and on June 18,
1942, the place was sur-
rounded by hundreds of Ger-
man soldiers. A savage gun
battle followed. The defend-
ers fell back into the under-
ground crypt and unable to
break through, the Germans

used fire hoses to flood the
place. With odds of 100:1, lack
of ammunition and no escape,
the one-sided battle could only
have one end.

Three of the defenders
were killed in the battle while
four others took their own
lives rather than fall into the
hands of the enemy. The Ger-
mans didn’t stop with just the
armed defenders. Over the
next two months, members of
the Orthodox Church who had
helped the Czech patriots take
refuge within were executed.

Today, as a visitor enters
the cathedral, the magnifi-
cence of the structure is strik-
ing, even in a city which has
other superb churches. The
upper level is richly embel-
lished, with paintings and di-
vine figures. But when one
goes to the crypt below, the

mood is sombre. Busts of the
martyrs, their uniforms, writ-
ten accounts of their individual
stories and personal items like
uniforms and weapons make
it a strange place to see, just
below a place of worship.

Man ‘tortured’ in police
custody dies in A’bad hosp

Rajkot: A 43-year-old
man, Harshil Jadav, who
was allegedly subjected to
custodial torture by a police
sub- inspector  (PSI)  o f
Junagadh B-division police
station succumbed during
treatment in Ahmedabad
Civil Hospital on Wednes-
day. Junagadh police had
booked PSI M K Makwana
on charges of attempt to
murder after receiving a
summary of the medico-le-
gal case from civil hospital
where Jadav was under
treatment. He will now be
booked for murder. 43-
year-old Harshil Jadav, sub-
jected to custodial torture
by PSI M K Makwana of
Junagadh B Division police
station, died in Ahmedabad
Civil Hospital. PSI Makwana,

suspended and likely to be
arrested, was charged with
attempted murder.  Jadav,
a cheating case accused,
suffered severe injuries and
refused to pay a bribe to
Makwana. A police sub-in-
spector from Junagadh B-
division police station was
booked for attempt to mur-
der after brutally beating
Harshil Jadav, a resident of
Surat, in custody. The vic-
tim suffered severe injuries
and was admi t ted to
Ahmedabad Civil Hospital.
Junagadh police had booked
PSI  M K Makwana on
charges of attempt to mur-
der after receiving a sum-
mary of the medico-legal
case from civi l hospital
where Jadav was under
treatment.
